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Preface

Theintentionsof God for the Churchwhichincludes
every believer areto givethem spiritua blessings (Ephesians
1.3). Just asHeplannedto givelsragl physical blessings
(Deuteronomy 28:1-15; Jeremiah 29:11). Because of
| srael’ srejection of Hisword, He sent many prophetsto
rebuke and redirect them back to Himsalf and HisWord.
These prophets prophesied God’smind to His people over
and over saying the samething repent, cometo Me, hear
My word, receiveand obey it. Israel answered theword of
theLord according totheir religion, as Jeremiah recorded,
“Thoughthey say, ‘ AstheLordlives,” surely they swear
fasdy” (Jeremiah 5:2).

Every Christianistold to prophesy, they areintended for
edification and exhortationto thetruthin Christ (1
Corinthians 14:1-3). However, whenthereissininthe
camp, meaning the church; prophesiesmust exposethe
deception and the pathway that leads away from HisWord
(Galatians2:11-14). Scripturetellsthe Christianthat,
“Thosewho aresinning rebukeinthe presenceof al, that
therest may asofear” (1 Timothy 5:20).

Jesusinfulfilling aprophecy of Himself quoted thisto the
Jews, “ Because zedl for Your house haseaten Meup...”
(Psalms 69:9). ThisHe quoted to them becausethey were
corrupting the Father’ shouse, thetemple (John 2:16-17).



Heoverturned their tables, poured out the changers money
and chased them out of it with awhip of cords (John 2:15).
A Christian hasthe Spirit of Jesus, and themind of Christin
him (1 Corinthians2:16). When the Father’ shouse, the
Church (Hebrews 3:6), isbeing corrupted, anormal
Chrigtian reaction and action should berighteous
indignation. Hiscourseof action should not bea
compromiser, observe, sit back and watch, consider human
friendshipsor to fear the hierarchy, but to respond as Jesus
did, inanaction of faith to the Spirit of God.

Thisbooklet revealsonly some of themainline
corruptioninthechurchesof thisday. It centerson the path
of faithfor thebdiever inview of theleaven (evil) in
churches. Faithin Christ and Hisword bringsthe believer
into the practica experience of blessing and separation from
evil and unto Christ. Thisblessing takesplacewhenthereis
separation from Satan’sdeceptionsand man’sreligion.



1. Of what spiritam 1?
“...you know not what manner of spirit you are of”
(Luke9:55).

Theintentions of aprofessed Christian are seen by most
peopleto be, good or honorable. What isnot seenisthat
many of these good intentionsarerooted inthe person’s
Adamicnature. Many of their spiritud pursuitsmay have
great zed, whilechoosing and following areligiousgateand
road not appointed or directed by God (Matthew 7:13-14).
Other peoplefollow thosewho have great zeal or charisma
Chrigt donegiveslife; theactionsof church people say they
believespiritud lifeisfoundinfollowingtheir leadership.
Thisof courseiswhat istaught or inferred intheir church,
thatis, for themtofollow theleader.

Theword leader or |leadershipisnot found but oncein
the New Testament (KJV), whereit isused when Jesus
rebuked the blind leaders (M atthew 15:14). Jeremiah
prophesied, “ Thussaysthe Lord: Cursedisthemanwho
trustsin man and makesflesh hisstrength, whose heart
departsfromtheLord” (Jeremiah 17:5). Themanwho
followsaleader or leadersrather than Christ and theword
of God answersto Jeremiah’srebuke.

Church people, following their leadersarethe normal
practice of thisday. However, Jesus said to thosewho
wouldfollow only Him, they have only One Teacher,



Himsdlf, and all otherswho follow Him areHisbrethren
(Matthew 23:8; Romans 8:29; Hebrews2:11-13).
Scriptureteachesthat the Holy Spirit has placed themasan
equal brotherhood of priests (1 Peter 2:5, 9; Revelation
1:5-6). ThisdivineplaceaChristian hasbeen givenisagift
of God. Keepinginmind, evenwiththisgift, wearedtill in
thebody. Thismeansthe natural side of our Adamic nature
isnot to betrusted, asall men are unrighteous (Romans
3:9), and arefalse (Romans4:4), only God swordistruth
(John 17:17).

All professed believersaretold to, “ Examinethemselves
astowhether you areinthefaith. Test yourselves’ (2
Corinthians 13:5). Thisexamining andtestingisdoneby
two witnesses (2 Corinthians 13:1). Thefirst witnessis
whether aperson completely receivesand attemptsto
follow every word of God (Matthew 4:4). If hedoesthe
Holy Spirit will havefreedomto do Hiswork inthat
believer. TheHoly Spirit will thenrecreatethebeliever into
theimage of Christ, by conforming himto God' sword
(Romans8:29).

The second witnesswill beseeninthebeliever’sfaith,
spirit, works, fruit, and discernment of spiritua (religious)
evil, and hisdeparturefromevil. Tothedegreethat he
yieldstotheHoly Spirit to lead and to work in hisheart, by
believing and following every word of God, will bewhat
determineswhat spirit heisfollowing and reflecting. The



Spirit of Christinthebeliever will only reflect Christ. His
positiveresponseto theleading of theHoly Spirit will make
himan*“epistleread of dl men” (2 Corinthians3:2-3). In
thisplacetheHoly Spirit givespower to the believer to
follow every word of God.

If thepersonisfollowing Christ, plus, hischurch,
erroneousdoctrines, hierarchica religiousleaders, wifeor
self, another spirit will have accessinto hisheart because he
hasnot believed and followed every word of God (L uke
14:26).

Thebeliever haswithin him anew nature of God and his
ownAdamic nature. TheAdamic naturewithinmanwillingly
followserroneousteachings, sectarianism,
denominationalism, clergy, andreligiousfigures. Thisnot
only givesaccess, but power aswell to other spiritsto
direct that person’slife (1 Timothy 4:1). Thoseinthisplace
areunawarethey are attempting to follow two masters
(1 Corinthians1:10-14; 3:1-4).

For example, wherethereisacharismatic clergyman
leading inachurch, itisnot uncommon for peopleto put
their faithand devotioninhim. Hisplaceof centeredness
and el evation makes him the undisputed authority over the
laity. Thisdevotiontowhat appearsto be spiritua, hasled
women to transfer the headship of their husband over them,
to theclergyman, asthe primary person tofollow, asubtle



but deadly path. Hischarisma, and he not teaching the God
given headship of man, and God'sinstructionsof submisson
for woman (1 Corinthians 11:3, 9; Ephesians 5:22, 24,
Hebrews13:17; 1 Timothy 2:11-12), hasdeceived her into
afasespiritud freedom.

Thisfalsefreedom isdeception, leading away fromthe
truthin Christ and leadsher into apursuit of religiousflesh
(sheusurping God'sauthority over herself), but her actions
areaccepted as spiritual in her church (2 Peter 2:19). The
clergyman, by not teaching thewhole counsal of God (Acts
20:27) hasbrought himsdlf into aplace of authority and
popularity. Thishasbeen doneby him, through usurpingthe
authority of Scriptureand making himself the Sultan, of
gpiritua polygamy, sometimesdeve opinginto physical
polygamy (2 Timothy 3:6-7). Thischurch structureisfully
accepted by church people, where people pursue spiritual
prideit becomesatool of Satan. Thissnaredestroys
God'sorder for themarriage, family andthebeliever’s
priesthood in theassembly.

Thehusband for hispart goesalong with this, because
heistoldto submit toleadersor behieratical. If heinsists
on Scripture asthe ground of truth, heislooked at asnot
being under authority, ahieratic, or alegaist. Most mendo
not want troublein their homeor church, sothey just go
along peacefully and give up their God given headship
(birthright) over their home, wifeand family. Esauwassuch



amanwho did not value hisbirthright and soldit for abowl
of lentils, “ Thus Esau despised thebirthright” (Genesis
25:29-34), hetook the convenient and easy path. Esauwas

noted asaprofaneor evil man (Hebrews 12:16).

Women following thisfalsefreedom, given by their
clergyman or denominational doctrinesarereleased from
theword of God, and submissionto their husbandsand
godly motherhood. They thenturntofables(fantasies) and
their own desiresand seek to be spiritual leadersand
*teachers, finding encouragement fromtheir leader (s) or
thespiritintheir church. Other women caughtinthis
religioussnaresmply resist the man’sheadship and their
God given placein marriage bringing confusionto their
home. Thisleavesplacefor thedevil towork and destroy.
Thechildrenraised in thistype of homemay accept no
authority at al or betroubled with any authority.

*(Women are to be teachers, what they are to teach is
found in Titus chapter 2. They are to do this by
example first, then by instructing younger women).

Sometimeago, aleading international weekly news
magazine printed an articleon anumber of clergymenin
main linechurchesinthe United Stateswho werehaving
sexud relationswith women membersof their church.
Eli’stwo sonsdid the same at the tabernacl e of meeting. Eli
told them, they madethe L ord’speopletransgress, “...for
they lay with thewomen who assembled at the door of the



tabernacle of meeting” (1 Samuel 2:22-24). Thesetwo
sonsof Eli, Hophni and Phinehas, God desired tokill, and
did (1 Samuel 2:25, 34; 4:11).

Spiritual fornication and physical fornication areoneand
thesameto God (Matthew 5:28; 2 Corinthians 7:1). Those
who usethethingsof God to enhanceareligiousposition or
build their religious sect whileignoring thetruth (s) taught by
GodintheApostles Doctrinearein danger of promoting
thisevil.

“For thetimewill comewhen they will not endure sound
doctrine, but according to their own desires, because they
haveitching ears, they will heap up for themselvesteachers;
and they will turntheir earsaway fromthetruth, and be
turned asidetofables’ (2 Timothy 4:3-4).

The spirit leading church peoplein thiserroneous
pathway hasfull freedomin many churchestoday. The
result of church peoplefollowing thisspirit of deceptionis
that young women, wives, mothers, and children are
confused and decelved into thinking that theword of God is
not truth or of primary importance. Church people
following thisspirit of deception producethefruit of young
women not being taught to be godly, modest young women,
wivesand mothers. Young men aretaught to be effeminate
and giveway to the headship of women, whilebeing
ignorant of God'sorder of headship for theman. All of this
isdoneinthe name of God and being spiritual people.



Thishasresulted inthedivorceratewhichissaidto be
about 50% or more. Thisrateisstated to behigher than
50% by somein church marriage counseling and greater in
the church than outsidethe church. Thechildren haveno
protection against the spirit their parentsand the church are
following. Itisaform of spiritua infanticide, on thosewho
should have aninheritance, “inthehouseof God, whichis
thechurch of theliving God, the pillar and ground of the
truth” (1 Timothy 3:15). Because of thelack of the
knowledgeof God, familiesare broken and thechildrenare
indarknessand set for more brokenness, and alifewithout
fathtothetruthin Christ.

Marriageisthe primary government of God intheworld
(Genesis2:23-25; Ephesians 5:21-25; Colossians 3:18-
19), and thefoundation of all governmentinany socid
order. Whenmarriagesof professed believersfail, or fail to
follow God'sword and order, every kind of evil comesin
asintheworld and church today.

The Spirit of God and the Word of God make no peace
treatieswith theenemy. Itisthedevil who seekstoget a
believer to compromisethetruth in Christ and to accept and
stay inacompromised church. Church peopleand
churchesaccommodating the enemy, by compromising
God swordwill suffer judgment through God's
chastisement (lack of thetruthin Christ, but muchreligious
activity). Inthebig picture, theend result isthat the



professing church, those who do not submit to Himor His
word, Hesaid, will, bevomited out of Hismouth
(Revelation 3:16).

2. The spirit of theworld
Jesussaid, “Theworld cannot hate you but it hatesMe
because| testify of it that itsworksareevil” (John7:7).
“...whoever thereforewantsto beafriend of theworld
makeshimsdf an enemy of God” (James4:4).

Thespirit of theworld (1 Corinthians 2:12) suppliesa
need for man’sAdamic natureashelivesintheworld. The
desireinman’'snatureisself love, andispursuedin
numerousways. Itisseeninhim seeking thewisdom of the
world (1 Corinthians 3:19); thefashion of theworld (1
Corinthians 7:31); thelust of theflesh (1 John 2:16);
worldly lusts(Titus 2:12); theworld'sgoods (1 John 3:17);
theprideof life (1 John 2:16); and religion, the spirit of
error inrelatingto God (1 John 4:6).

Inthe creation, the planet was called the earth (Genesis
1:1). After thefdl of Adam and hiswife, the planet was
called, theworld (Greek = kosmos). Adam’sfall took man
and hisdominion over the planet out of the natural and
under theworld’snew authority, whichisSatanand his
demonic powers (1 John 5:19). Inthecreation, God gave
Adam everything heneeded to live ontheearth, including



full fellowshipwithHimsdf. After Adam’sfall, hewas
driven out of thegarden, into acursed world. Adam and
thefuture sonsof Adamwouldliveinthiscursed world
where Satanwould reigninauthority (Luke4:6).

Politics, education, literature, science, art, law,
commerce, music, religion—thesethingscongtitute the
kosmos, theworld. Theworldinwhichthesonsof Adam
would pursueand live; take them away and theworld
ceasesto be. For example, commerce: Satan, the sales
merchant —Evethefirst consumer. Education: findsits
rootsinthetree of knowledge of good and evil. Science,
asunderstood and taught by the Adamic man leadsaway
fromthetrueknowledgeof the Creator. Religion: isthe
natural man’sattempt to relateto God on Satan’sterms.
Cainwasthefirst religionist (Genesis4:1-7).

In heaven
“For therearethreethat bear witnessin heaven: the Father,
theWord, and the Holy Spirit; these Threeare One” (1
John5:7).

On the earth
In Satan’sspiritual ruler-ship over theworld, thereare
threein unity. Thesethreearetheworld, theflesh, and the
devil. Thesethreeareat work inthe sonsof disobedience
(Ephesians2:2). Satanistheruler and unifying spirit of the



threein opposing thelight of Christ and Hiskingdom (2
Corinthians4:3-4).

Man

Scripture showsusthat man aswell hasbeen made
threein one, spirit, soul and body (1 Thessa onians5:23).

Mother Eve'sdownfall camefrom desiringthree
forbiddenthings, “ And thewoman saw that thetreewas
good for food, and that it was pleasurefor the eyes, and the
treewasto bedesired to giveintelligence; shetook of its
fruitandate...” (Genesis3:6 IND). Thesesamethree
thingsarewith ustoday and arereadily pursued by the
Adamicnatureinman. “... If anyonelovetheworld, the
loveof theFather isnot in him; becauseall that (is) inthe
world, thelust of theflesh, and thelust of theeyes, and
prideof life, isnot of the Father, but isof theworld” (1 John
2:15-16 IND).

God's power at work in the world
Thekingdom of Christ workingintheworldisseenand
enteredintoonly by receivingitintheheart, God's
revelation of truth, Chrigt. I1tismadeknowninthe
“Doctrineof Chrigt” (2 John 9) astaught by theHoly Spirit
through the apostles (Gaatians 1.6-9; Ephesians 2:19-22;
1 Thessaonians2:13).




God hasthreewitnesseson the earth, “And thereare
threethat bear witnesson earth: the Spirit, thewater, and
the blood; and thesethree agreeasone” (1 John 5:8). The
water, thebeginning of Christ’sredemptiveministry
(Matthew 3:13-17); Hisblood shed, afinished redemption
at Cavary (John 19:30); theHoly Spirit given at Pentecost
toreved God'srevelation of truth (Christ) ontheearth
(John 16:13: Acts 2:4).

Thesethreewitnessesare God’s power to bring light,
knowledgeof truth, and lifeto thisgraveyard, theworld.
Theworld cannot recelve thesewitness, because, “ ... men
loved darknessrather than light, becausetheir deedswere
evil” (John 3:19). Therefore, blindnessisthenatural state of
man intheworld, “becauseit neither seesHim nor knows
Him” (John 14:17).

Themind (intelligence) behind theworld' ssystemis
shownto usinthese Scriptures, “ The prince of thisworld”
(John 12:31; 14:30: 16:11); “Hethat isintheworld” (John
4:4); “ Thewholeworldliesinthewicked one”’ (1 John
5:19). Satanisarebeliousruler dongwithhisminions,
world rulersof darkness (Ephesians6:12). Hehastitleto
thekingdom of theworld at thistime (Matthew 4:8-9). The
kingdom of Christ, theLight of God, hasinvaded his
kingdom (John 8:12; 12:46). Inafutureday, Christ, the
Lamb of God will openthescroll whichisthetitletothe
world, and takefull possession of thisplanet (Reveation
chapter 5).



Astheworld viewsreigion, thefruit of Christianity, the
worldwill applaud. The Christian, who livesin honest
virtues, theworld will agreewith hislife. Butthe Christian
whowalksafter Christ in separation from theworld and
apart fromtheworldly churchwill be hated by theworld
and resisted by theworldly church (John 17:14).

3. The spirit of man
“Now when Hewasin Jerusalem at the Passover during
thefeast, many believed in Hisnamewhen they saw the
signswhichHedid. But Jesusdid not commit Himself to
them, because He knew all men.—— For He knew what
wasinman” (John 2:23-25).

Because man'snatureisof thisworld, heisattracted to
themateria earth, the people of the earth, and the things of
theearth. Thenatural man seeseverything around him and
the heavensabovefrom man’sviewpoint (Isaiah 55:8-9).
Thissetshiswholeview and direction of lifefor his
philosophy, relationships, religion, family and hisdesirefor
humanisticleaders. Thespiritinhimisearth bound, heisan
earth dweller (Reveation 3:10).

The spirit of theworld and its power on the natural man
Religionis Satan’smain tool for the deception of men.
Theworldisfull of religion and the effects of itsdeception.




Much of thisreligionisnot called religion by the natura man
(unbelievers). However, Scripturetellsusmanismadea
spirit, soul and body (1 Thessalonians5:23; Hebrews4:12).
Hispursuitsinlifearefirst spiritudly directed, then soulishly
pursued, and bodily acted out. What man believes, he
follows, “For ashethinksin hisheart, soishe’ (Proverbs
23:7).

A manmay say heisnot religious, but an agnostic or an
atheist. Hislifemay beentirely naturdistic; however, heis
goiritudly pursuing anaturd life. Hislifeisardigiouslifeof
thesoul (mind, emotionswill). HedenieshisCreator and
the creation, and setshimself up asthegod-man. Hesees
himself asthe, * captain of hisown ship, themaster of his
ownsoul.’

The spiritin man does not receivethetruths of God's
revelationin Christ (1 Corinthians2:14). Thenatural man
whoisrdigious, replacesGod'srevelation with culture (of
theworld), traditions (of man), the spirit of theage (the
religiousdoctrinesof theday), the Law of Moses; religious
philosophy and enticing words of man (religiousteachers)
(Colossians 2:4-23). Helooksto and followshischurch,
clergyman or religiousorganizationfor truth, rather than the
Spirit of God and HisWord (Jeremiah 7:1-4). He accepts
thetestimony of religiousleadersin placeof God'srevealed
truth (Revelation 3:17-18). Hisfaithand comfortisin
religiousleadersand thereligion that pleasesthe spiritin
man (Jeremiah 5:30-31; 2 Timothy 4:4).



Thespiritinthenatural man, acceptsman’sreligion as
from God (2 Corinthians 11:4). He seesnothingwrong
with carndl religion (whichisthe Law of Moses,
denominationdism, sectarianism, clergy/laty system,
worldly teachingsand practices (1 Corinthians 3:1-4;
Colossans 2:8), nor will heleaveittofollow divine
revelation (1 Corinthians2:14-15).

Judasand later Demasweretwo examples, who
seemed to befollowing thetruthin Christ for sometime.
However, when they werefaced with the crossand the
crucifiedlife(Romans6:6), they stayed with the carnal.
Judas back to hisconvenient religion, Demasback to the
world (Luke22:1-6; Colossians4:14; 2 Timothy 4:10).
The Demas'sof thisday no doubt continueto say they
follow Jesus, but havedifferencesof doctrinewith His
apostles. Distorting what they taught or calling it culture.
Furthermore, they do not even need to leavetheir church,
becauseit holdsthe doctrine of Demas. Today, thereare
legion of peoplewho are Demasclergymen.

The Gaatianshad given up thetruth in Christ for shotgun
theology. They incorporated the carnal with divine
revelation and made both powerless (L uke 5:36-39;
Galatians5:1-4). Thisisaclear pictureof the church today
inwestern countries. Thenatural manisnot upset withthe
Father’shouse being desecrated (John 2:13-17). Hethinks
that thereligion heisfollowing hasbrought himto asafe



place, but heisrobbed of spiritua discernment and power
tofollow thetruthstaught by the Holy Spirit through the
apostles(Reveation 3:15-18). Christisconfessedwiththe
mind and lips, but the heart islooking for asafeplace, a
religious place, God isnot there (Isaiah 29:13), but their
teachersare.

Thereligiousspiritinthe natural man can accept carnd
religion or eventhedemonic aslong asit seemsto be of
goodintent. Thisincludesthose peoplein cultswithout the
Holy Spirit (Romans8:9), homosexud clergy (1 Corinthians
6:9-10), women clergy (1 Timothy 2:12), and Nicolaitanism
(clergy/laity system Revelation 2:6, 15). Alsoisseen, the
clergy cdlingtheHoly Spirit’srevelationtothechurch,
culture, when Scripture calsit the commandmentsof the
Lord (1 Corinthians 11:1-16; 14:34-37).

Thenatural man followsthe Law of Mosesand triesto
makeit, the gospel of Christ. Hethinksthat to please God
hemust keep at least part of thelaw (10 commandments,
clergy asaspecia priesthood, keep the church’sby laws,
food laws, not drinking alcohol, giveatithe, keepthe
Sabbath, follow the hierarchy Galatians 3:10). Hebelieves
that if hefollowstheselegditieshewill beinthemiddie
some place and please God. Many hold thislukewarm
deception today, and are under judgment of Christ instead
(Revelation 3:15-16).




Thereligiousspiritinmantellshimthat tofollow and
depend on every word of God isnot for today or
necessary. Hebelieveshe can be spiritual by hanging
around God' swater trough without drinking the water, the
Water of Life(John 7:37-39). Scripturetellsus, theHoly
Spiritonly giveslifetofaithinwhat God hassaid (John
3:36; 11:25-26).

Some examplesare shown to usin Scripture of those
who found al Scripture unnecessary and followed the
world’ sphilosophy. Miriam, asrecorded in Numbers12:1-
15; Achan aswrittenin Joshua7:11, 21-26; and Saul in 1
Samuel 15:8-9, 18-26. Ananiasand Sapphireasowentin
thispath, (Acts5:1-11); believersin Corinthignoring
spiritua truth fell into judgment (1 Corinthians 11:27-30),
and Diotrephes, who aspired to be aleader and seized
preeminence over the Lord sbrethren (3John 9-10). In
these deceptionsthe spiritinmanfollows, thereisavoice
behindit, “Has God indeed said?’ (Genesis3:1); and again
the serpent speaks, “ Youwill not surely die” (Genesis3:4).

Therdigiousspiritinmantellshimthat Christianliberty
meansheisfreetofollow aspirit (s), and call it theHoly
Spirit. Hethenbecomesat licenseto spirituaizereligious
flesh, follow theworld’ sphilosophy, call Scripture culture
and do what the apostles commanded not to do, “go
beyond what iswritten” (1 Corinthians4:6).



Theresult of man’sspirit not receiving God'srevelation of
truth

Thereligiousspirit in man thinksthetruths God has
written through the prophets and apostlesare strangeand
not to be believed, or followed, infact, he caststhem down.
“...hecast truthdowntotheground. Hedid all thisand
prospered” (Daniel 8:12).

Inthisday, at theend of the Church Age, Jesusrebukes
thespirit that isbeing followed, “1 know your works, that
thou are neither cold nor hot; | could wishyou werecold or
hot. Sothen, becauseyou arelukewarm, and neither cold
nor hot, | will vomit you out of My mouth. Becauseyou
say, *’| amrich, have become wealthy, and have need of
nothing’ —and do not know that you arewretched,
miserable, poor, blind, and naked— | counsel you to buy
fromMegoldrefinedinthefire, that you may berich; and
white garmentsthat you may be clothed, that the shame of
your nakednessmay not berevealed; and anoint your eyes
with eyesalve, that your may see. Asmany asl love, |
rebuke and chasten. Therefore be zealousand repent”
(Revelation 3:15-18).

* (These church people supposed spiritual wealth
upon themselves, while rejecting the words of Jesus and
Hisapostles).




4. Demonic spirits
“For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but
principalities, against powers, against therulersof darkness
of theage, against spiritua hostsof wickednessinthe
heavenly places’ (Ephesans6:12).

Satan’smost powerful weaponsagainst God'screation,
man, are deception, promoting unlawful desire, andlies.
Thisisseenfromthebeginningwith Eve. Heput the
deceptivethought before her that she should partakefrom
theforbiddentree. Hesaid, “Has God indeed said, you
shall not eat every tree of thegarden” (Genesis3:1). He
decelved her into questioning God' sword, and then stirred
upwrong desirein Eve. Hethentold her by eating of the
forbiddentree, “youwill not die’” (Genesis3:4), “youwill be
likeGod” (Genesis3:5) areligiousquest. Adamwith Eve
atethefruit, in so doing; Adam gave hisauthority of
dominion over the planet to Satan (Genesis 3:5-6). Adam
and hiswifewerethen driven out of the garden; they and
their offspring lived in acursed world under Satan’s power
(Genesis3:17, 22-24).

Thedevil has power intheworld, to give authority over
theworld (Luke4:5-6), and uses hisauthority and power to
resist theangelsof God (Daniel 10:13). Heusesdeception
andliesinreligion, and intwisting Scripture asameansto



thwart the power and light of Christ (Matthew 4:5-7; 2
Corinthians11:13-15).

An exampleof thisisfound with those Jewswho said
they believed on Jesus (they gave menta accent, John
8:31). But Jesus seeing their hearts said, they sought tokill
Him (verse 37) and that their Father wasthedevil (verse
44). These Jawswerereligiousleaders, thedevilspower
worked through thereligion these menwerefollowing.

Science, thearts, education, sports, religion are of the
world, and aretheinstrumentsto mislead man away from
God'srevelation of Himsalf (John 5:19-20). Many of these
thingsmay not bewrong inthemselves. But they are used
by Satanto deceivemaninto following hiskingdom of
darknessand lies. For example, in Satan’sdeception,
childreninschool aretaught to believethe universe created
itself, pornography (sex education stirsup desiresin some
childrenthat never get over it) isnot harmful but opposing it
IS, evolutionistrue, sports, becomesaspiritua pursuit. A
church following sectarianism or independenceisnot
wrong, and many believingthe cultsaresaved. These
pursuitsof man, Satan usesto distract and deceive man
fromtheeterna purposesof God.

Satan hatesdistinctivetruths of God (John 8:44). Truths
of God bring forth light and theknowledge of Hiskingdom.
Thesetruthsrecelived and acted oninthe Christian’spilgrim



path of faith, direct the person away from the darknessand
the power of Satanto deceive (Colossians1:13). Satan's
waysareawaysto confuse and makethelight not
understandabl e (he snatches away the seed of God’sword,
Matthew 13:4, 19), to stop church peoplefromfollowing
thelight of Chrigt.

Anassembly of believersthat follow Christ aloneand
Scriptureaonewill reflect thelight of Christ. Thisdoesnot
mean that man’shumanity, sinandfailing will not be seenor
inevidence. Butit meansthetruthsin Christ and thelove of
Godwill show forth, inthetrue Church. Every genuine
truthin Chrigt, Satan and hisminionswill opposeinthe
Church of God, (the pillar and ground of truth, 1 Timothy
3:15); and bring forth diluting errorsand falSitiesto resist the
truth (2 Corinthians 11:13-15; 1 Thessalonians 2:18).

Satan masguerading asan angel of light bringsforthsigns
and wondersto decelve those who do not receivethe
knowledgeor love of thetruth (2 Corinthians 11:14;

2 Thessalonians 2:9) but seek signsand wondersinstead
(Matthew 16:4). Satan usessignsand wondersand false
prophetswho are under the power of darkness, to teach
the spirit of error (1 John 4:6). Thosewho receivehis
deceptions, teach and practicedoctrinesthat arein
oppositionto theApostles Doctrine, the Doctrine of Christ
(2John 9). In churcheswherethereare many activities,
peoplearevery busy (something for everybody, nothing for



thosewho follow Christ done); Satan divertsthe people
away fromthedistinct truth (s) foundin Christ. Thepeople
inthisgroup follow their church, trusting the leadersand
their leadership.

Thedevil, deceiving and lying, leads meninto deception
and unbelief to thetruth. Somemen may know thetruthin
Christ but are heldin bondageto ardligious system that
hardenstheir conscience and keepsthem from following the
truthin Christ. Sin, resulting in unrighteousness, (“for
whatever isnot fromfaithissin,” Romans14:23) isthe
result of those caught inthe devilssnare (2 Timothy 2:25-
26; 1 John 3:7-8). Through this some become seared or
hardened in their conscience or stubborn, then come apoint
of,“...Holding thetruthin unrighteousness’ (Romans1:18
JND).

Satan usesall craftinessto decelve, histools appeal to
thedesiresof men, such asdesiresof theflesn fulfilled
(3John 9-10), pride (man thinking heis, | AM, Exodus
3:14), love(perverted), areligious position given by
hierarchy inasect (instead of the Holy Spirit'sgift), and the
world'sphilosophy or it’s culture passed off asthetruthin
Christ. Thesedeceptionsareused to bring religious people
tofollow theworld, “...where Satan’sseat is’ (Revelation
2:13). Theseperversionsof thelight of Christ are Satan’s
work to underminethework of the Holy Spirit, by diluting
and compromising the pathway of thetruefollower of Jesus
(Acts8:19-24; Gaatians 1:6-9).



TheHoly Spirit hasplanted the garden of Godinthe
Christian’sheart (Chrigt, the Treeof Life). Thisseparates
himfromtheworld and bringshim entirely unto Christ
(1 Corinthians6:9). Asthebeliever followsChrist done, he
developsin Christ and seeswith thevision of God, by
exercigngthemind of Christ that isinhim (1 Corinthians
2:16). Themiragesand delusionsof Satan areto confuse
the Christian away from hisposition of being“in Christ”
and “separated unto Christ” (2 Corinthian 11:2-3;
Ephesians3:6, 11).

Satan has brought to man darkness, a curse upon the
earth and aposition of enmity with God. Hiskingdoms
work isto promotethisenmity in the heartsof all men,
thereby making thisworld abattlezone. TheChristian
following only thetruthin Christ will beandistherecipient
of Satan’sattacks (2 Timothy 3:12). However, God has
provided the Christian with full armor and wesaponsto fight
these powers of darkness; they arelisted in Ephesians 6:10-
17.

Satan through deception builds strongholdsin the hearts
and mindsof men. Thesetakeholdinmenasprincipaities
and powers, thesearerulersof darknessin thisworld and
spiritua wickednessin high places(Ephesians6:12). These
entitieswork freely intheworld and inthe churchaswell.
They opposethetruth and light of Christ, through sowing
the seedsof spiritua confusion. They usevariousmeans,



such ascalling Scripture culture, antiquated, or the personal
ideasof theapostles. Theseentitiesbringtheworld's
philosophy into the professing church to makethe darkness
acceptable, and apart of church doctrine. Satan uses
religiousleaders, and some churchesto confusethelight of
Christ and replaceit with doctrines of darkness (2
Corinthians11:13-15; 1 Timothy 4:1). Ananias, hiswife,
and Simon werethosewho fell under Satan’spower to mix
darknesswiththelight (Acts5:3; 8:18-19).

Nicolaitanism, (clergy/laity system) canbeseeninthe
church today asawork of the enemy (Matthew 23:8-11; 3
John 9-10; Revelation 2:6, 15). Nicolaitanismgoeshandin
hand with the spirit of pride (spiritua pride, the opposite of
the humility of Christ) which existstoday, andis Satan’s
workshop, giving him much material and peopleto confuse
and moldinto hisimage (1 Corinthians4:8; Revelation
3:15-17; 18:7). Thisalows Satan to use mento preach his
own Jesus, not the Spirit of truth found inthe Lord Jesus
Christ (2 Corinthians 11:4; Galatians 1:7-9).

“Thedevil, who deceived them, was cast into the lake of
fireand brimstone wherethe beast and the fal se prophet
are. Andthey will betormented day and night forever and
ever (Revelation 20:10).



5. The spirit (s) in religion

Thespirit of al religionisignorance or rejection of the
truth. Thespirit of religionthen usesmanto build aspiritua
kingdom, through theworld’s philosophy, and theflesh
which respondsto the devilsdeceptions. Hebuilds
kingdoms, religious organi zations, and churches, and cults
which arenot built onthe authority of the Doctrineof Christ
(ApostlesDoctrine, 1 Thessalonians2:13; 2 John 9). The
Holy Spiritisthe power of God to build aunity inthose
whofollow theLord Jesusaone; thisisshowntousinthis
Scripture.

“Thereisonebody and one Spirit, even asyou are
caledinhopeof your caling, oneLord, onefaith, one
baptism, One God and Father of all, and through all, andin
youdl” (Ephesans4:4-6).

The Chrigtianistold to keep the unity of the Spirit, this
smply meansthetruth of thisonenessin Christisto befully
bowed to and followed (Ephesians 4:3). However, today
“many false prophetshave gone out into theworld” (1 John
4:1). They may confessthat Jesus Christiscomeinthe
flesh (verse 2), but teach and lead peopletofollow a
different spirit other thantheHoly Spirit. Thisisseeninthe
foundationd sectarian spirit foundinal denominationsand
independent churches. Scripturetelsussectarianismisbuilt
onagpirit of carnality, not of God (1 Corinthians 3:1-4).



Church people, by following along inthese sects,
promotethedisunity of theonebody in Chrigt. Itistrue
that themgjority in Christendom follow these carnd spirits
that areat work to deny the practical unity of the one body
inChrist. If achurch member inthissystemispointedto
Scriptureand the Holy Spirit’swork of building the unity of
theone Spiritinonebody, itisnot uncommon to get this
answer; “| believein Jesus Christ and so doesmy church
thatisal that isimportant.” Thismay soundlikea
reasonable answer, to follow adifferent spirit other than the
Holy Spiritand call it JesusChrit, (2 Corinthians 11:4).
However, theword of God isableto cut through the
deceptionsof religiousspirits, “ For theword of Godis
living and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged
sword, piercing evento thedivision of soul and spirit, and
of jointsand marrow, and isadiscerner of thethoughtsand
intentsof theheart” (Hebrews4:12).

It isacknowledged that most church peoplefollowing
these spiritsareignorant of the Holy Spirit’swork to build
onebody in Christ. However, when Jesus Christ aloneis
followed Hewill lead apersonintoal truth (John 16:13).
Church peoplein general confess Jesus Christinmind and
words, but follow adifferent spirit (s) whicharereligious
spiritsand are after the“ spirit of theworld” (1 Corinthians
2:12). If thiswerenot true, asthe churchwasinthe
beginning, soit would be now, astheHoly Spirit



commanded that there be; no sectarian divisonsamong the
Lord speople (1 Corinthians 1:10).

The Spirit of theworldisthebasisof thereligion of man.
Itisfounded onthedenia of God'srevelationto man
through Jesus Christ and Hisapostles. It thrivesin churches
andisseenincarndity, legd religiouschurch structure,
soulishmusic, worldly philosophy, un-teachable minds,
demonic doctrinesand practicesand arefusal to separate
fromevil by respondingto Christ (Colossians2:8, 19;
Revelation 3:20).

Church people commonly follow the spirit of theworld
inconforming to culture (instead of conformingto
Scripture), in unisex dress codes; turning their children over
to the educational system to teach them sex education,
evolution, resistanceto parental authority, acceptance of
homosexuality asnatural and diversity between sexes(no
God given order). Thespirit that controlstheworld, has
freedomtofunctioninthechurchesasdiversity in headship
(women teaching and given authority over men, 1 Timothy
2:12), and women uncovered (1 Corinthians 11:1-16). The
practiceof Nicolatanism, clergy/laity system (accept your
position aslaity, and our clergyman asyour clergyman,
Revelation 2:6, 15), and liberty inthe exercise of the
believer’ spriesthood in the churchisunknown (Romans
8:21; 2 Corinthians 3:17; 1 Peter 2.5, 9).



Church peoplearetaught to look at ScriptureinBible
studiesor teaching through sectarianismand what is
acceptableto theworld. When one of thelaity reads
Scripture, hislearning or doctrinewill almost waysseeit
through the eyesof hischurch or sect, not necessarily what
the apostlestaught or intended.

The spirit of theworldisbrought into the churches
through soulish music and is passed off as Christianwhen
thename Jesusisused. Thenthewords*Christianmusic’ is
used and accepted asfrom God, even though it may
entirely befromtheworld and havedemonicunction. Itis
led and given power by the same spiritsfunctioningin‘rock
concerts” Some of thismusic when played backward ona
tapeor CD givesaclear Satanic voicespeaking evil.

Other musicin churchestoday may beled by worship
leaders. Thedoctrineof worship leadersleading achurch
inworship comesout of the Law of Moses (asdoesthe
clergy/laity system). For Jewsinlsrael, whowere not
indwelt by theHoly Spirit (asisevery Christian), who
worshipped under the Law of Maoses, worshipped
outwardly not after the Spirit, and it was not wrong for
them. For aChristian to go back totheLaw toworshipis
wrong and after theflesh. The Father aboveisnot seeking
worshipperstoworship asunder thelaw (thencalingit
spiritua worship), but isseeking only worshipperswho
worshipinspirit and truth (John 4:24).



For thenew manin Christ (aChristian), following only
Christ, themusic of theworld or evenright music practiced
asunder the Law of Mosesgnawson hisspirit. Hisdesire
for Christwill only besatisfiedin spiritual songs, hymns, and
making melody in hisheart to the Lord, and enjoy
fellowshipwiththe Lord Jesusand not theflesh
(1 Corinthians 1:9; Ephesians 5:19). The Spirit of grace
and lifecannot exist with the Law or unspiritua music,
cdledspiritud.

“ Alwayslearning and never ableto cometothe
knowledgeof thetruth” (2 Timothy 3:7).

Wearetoldin this Scripturethat thisisthe character of
thelast days (2 Timothy 3:1). Today, inthiscountry (USA)
Bibles, Biblesstudies, and Bibleteachersarein abundance,
we can bethankful for thisliberty. Yet thespirit that
controlstheworldisaso acontrolling spiritinthe churches
(somemorethan others), weakening the knowledge of
God. Peoplemay goto Bible studies, or lead them for
many years, receive and follow much or what they hear,
withlittleor no changeintheir life. TheHoly Spirit's
teaching through theApostles Doctrineisinterpreted
according to theworld's cultureand what the natural
religious man can accept (Matthew 13:28). Jesussaidto
the Pharisees, that they laid as de the commandments of
God for their owntraditions, traditions of men (Mark 7:8-



9). Their foundation wasnot according to truth revealedin
Scripture; their doctrinescamefrominterrupting Scripture
according to theworld whichis Satan’splace of ruler-ship,
and man’sthoughtsand doctrines. What they were
believing, and doing isthekey for talking away the
knowledge of God, inthat day andinthe present day as
well (Luke11:52).

In Revelation chapters 1-3, theglorified Christ
addressesthe 7 churches. Hedoesthisthroughanangel in
each church (Revedlation 2:1, 8, 12, etc). Theseangels
(Greek: angelos, messengers, spirits, Hebrews 1.7, 14) are
messengersto the 7 seven churches. Each of the7
churchesisof adifferent spirit, whichisreflectedinits
character. Jesus spoketo somefor rebuke (5), somefor
encouragement asin Smyrnaand Philadel phiawho hungon
to Christ alone, asit wasthen, soitisnow. Thespirit and
character of the churchleadsthat church, itisseenintheir
outward doctrinesand practices such as, the L utheran
spirit, the Roman Catholic spirit, the Seventh Day spirit, the
Pentecostal spirit, the Episcopal spirit, the Greek orthodox
spirit, etc. Thesespiritsthat lead these churchesinto
carnality and arenot of Christ (1 Corinthians 3:1-4), but are
after the spirit of theworld.

Thedivisionsinthebody of Christ create confusionand
falsedoctrine, theenemy’swork, wheremany church
peopleare, “...tossed to and fro and carried about by



every wind of doctrine...” Ephesians4:14), and settlefor
lessthanfollowing Christ. Oneisnot saved by following
the professing church, nor doestheir spiritua lifecomefrom
it, but only from theword of Chrigt.

Thisworldisaspiritua battle ground (Ephesians6:12).
For the Christian, thisbattleisan offensivewar; he hasbeen
given aweaponto put theenemy toflight. Itis, “ Thesword
of the Spirit, whichistheword of God” (Ephesians6:17).
For thebeliever, theoffensvelifeisspiritud life, given
power by receiving and following every word of Godin
faith, the Doctrineof Christ (2 John 9). Following only the
Apostles Doctrine, the Doctrine of Christ producesalife of
sound doctrine and power tofight thefight of faith. 1tisthe
Christian’s sharp sword to cut apart the deceptions of the
enemy, which waters down and weakenstheword of God
(Mark 7:13).

Thesword of the Spiritisableto cut through every
heresy, fa sedoctrine, philosophy of men, worldly culture
passed on asspiritual, and teachersdiluting and undermining
the Word of God.

6. Jesuslover of my soul
“Andwak inloveasChrist also hasloved usand given
Himsdlf for us, an offering and asacrificeto God for a
sweet—smellingaroma’ (Ephesians5:2).



God'srichesin Jesusareexpressy acted out in His
mercy, “ But God whoisrichin mercy, because of Hisgreat
lovewithwhich heloved us, evenwhenweweredead in
trespasses, made usdivetogether with Christ (by graceyou
have been saved), and rai sed us up together and made us
gt together in heavenly placesin Christ Jesus’ (Ephesians
2:4-6). Hebrought mercy to uswhen wewere children of
wrath (Ephesians 2:2), making uschildren of Hismercy.

Itisevident in the purposes of man and history that
whenthereistota war between two kingdoms, each one
will try tokill and destroy asmany of theenemy aspossible,
towin. Believersoncelivedinthekingdom of darkness
and were enemies and combatants agai nst the kingdom of
light (Romans5:10; Ephesians 2:2-3). God instead of
destroying us, acted according to Hisnature, by sending His
Soninto the enemy camp (thisworld) to take the place of
judgment and death that wasdueHisenemies. “...while
weweredtill enemiesChrist died for us’ (Romans5:8).

Instead of destroying Hisenemies, He predetermined to
makethem Hisfriendsand heirsof Hisriches(John 3:16-
17; 15:14; Ephesians 2:7; James 2:5). It wasat heavens
great cost and theworld' sgreat gain that Jesuscameinto
theworldto givethoserichesto those who would follow
Him.



“For you know the grace of our L ord Jesus Christ, that
though Hewasrich, yet for your sakes He became poor,
that you through Hispoverty might becomerich”

(2 Corinthians8:9).

Theserichesareavery practical thing to thosewho
receivethem. God'srichesarefoundinthe‘loveof God,
whothrough Hisgrace, freely givesthemto al who will
receivetheamnesty whichHehasgrantedin HisSon. This
amnesty hasmadeall whoreceiveit entirely freefromthe
judgment and condemnation of God (Romans8:1). In
place of enmity, Hehasmade Hisformer enemiesHis
friends, and endowed themwith therichesof Hiskingdom
(Ephesians 3:8, 16-17).

Therichesof God arenot liketherichesof thisworld
which decrease asthey are spent. Therichesof God
increaseinthe believer ashe spendsthem, themorehe
spends, themore hiswealth increases. Theserichesare
found only inHis Son, they are spiritua and eternal, and
increaseinthe believer with persona knowledge of God
(Colossans 1:9-10).

God'sSonisHisonly remedy for thisworld (Matthew
17:5; John 3:16-17; 1 John 2:2). Heisthevery image of
God (John 14:9; Colossians 1:15); all fullnessof God dwelt
inHim (Colossians 1:19); Hereved ed the very nature of
God (John 1:14); Hewas God (John 1:1); in human form
(John 1:14).



Thefollower of Jesusisarecipient of Hislove (1 John
4:10), “...made membersof Hisbody, of Hisflesh and of
Hisbones’ (Ephesians5:30). BelieversareHisbridein
waiting (Matthew 25:1-10; Titus2:13; Revelation 19:7-9);
they have been predestined and elected by God to beHis
for eternity (John 6:37; 10:27-30; 13:18; Romans 8:28-30;
Ephesians 1:5; Colossians 3:12; 1 Peter 1:1-3).

Nothing can separate the believer from thelove of God
(Romans 8:35-39). Thebeliever hasbeen made clean
(before God) through receiving thewords of Jesus (John
15:3; 1 Thessaonians 1:6). Thebeliever receivingand
abidingintheword of Godiscleansed fromevery sin
(2 John 1:7). Furthermorethiswork of God sealsthe
believer unto theday of hisredemption when heistakento
bewith Christ in the heavens (Ephesians 1:3; 4:30).

Theseworksof God havebeen freely giventothe
believer through theloveof God. Thebeliever isincluded
inthispromiseof God, “But itiswritten: Eyehasnot seen,
nor ear heard, nor have entered into the heart of manthe
thingswhich God hasprepared for thosewho love Him:

(1 Corinthians 2:9).

7. Thekingdom of God, trueliberty
“Itisthe Spirit who giveslife; theflesh profitsnothing.
Thewordsthat | speak to you are spirit, and they arelife”
(John 6:63).



Inthisworld, every living thing istied together by one
common denominator, death. Thismakesthisworld
nothing morethan alargegraveyard. Paradise (thisplanet)
becameagraveyard the day Eveand Adam atefrom ‘the
tree of theknowledge of good and evil’ (Genesis2:17; 3:6).
Thisact brought forth death onal men (Romans5:12).
Henceforth all menbornintothisworld areexistingina
world of decay and death. Becauseall menintheir natura
statearetheliving dead (separated from God). Deathisa
place of bondage (davery) and separationfromman’s
original created place, for hewas madeintheimage and
likenessof God. God did not create man to occupy this
placeof death, nor can man freehimself fromthisplace.

“...I am comethat they might havelife, and might haveit
abundantly” (John 10:10 IJND). Jesuscameinto thisworld
tofreeman fromthe curseand bring lifeto him, resurrection
lifefrom hisstateastheliving dead. Jesussaid, “And
whoever livesand believesin Meshdl never die’ (John
11:26). Water islifegivingtomaninthebody (hewill die
without it). Jesussaid, “If anyonethirsts, et him cometo
Meanddrink” (John 7:37). For whoever comesto Him
and drinks (believesin Him, Who isthe Water of Life) will
receivetheeternd lifegiving Water of God. Whoever
believesin Him (followshim), out of hisheart shall come
riversof lifegiving, Living Water; theHoly Spirit (John
7:38-39).



ThisWater isnot Protestantism, Catholicism,
Evangdicaism, Independantism, or any other ism, itis
God's Spirit givento anyonewho will follow the Son of
God according to HisWord.

Thislife, livedinthe Spirit of Life, istheonly place of
trueliberty, alifefreefrom death forever (separation from
God). Thisgift of life, isalifeof freedomandiswhat a
Christian hasbeen called to occupy (2 Thessalonians2:13-
14). A kingdom lifebased onlight and truth, the Lord Jesus
Christ. Thisistheplaceof receiving, akingdom that cannot
be shaken, from the God of al gods, Whoisaconsuming
fire(Hebrews 12:28-29).

Thislifeof freedom inthekingdom of Christisnot
subject to theworld, theflesh or thedevil, or man'sreligion
which arethe adversariesof God. They arethe place of
death and produceonly (spiritua) death. However, this
doesnot mean for the believer to withdraw from theworld,
but bethe salt of God and reflect thelight of Christinthe
world (Matthew 5:13-16). For thebeliever, hisAdamic
nature was crucified with Christ 2000 yearsago (Romans
6:6), so heisnow abletowalk only inthe Spirit wherethe
sonsof God walk (Romans8:14). Heistoresist thedevil,
forgivewhat God forgives, sothedevil will find noweak
placeinthebeliever’slife (2 Corinthians2:10-11; 1 Peter
5:8-9). Submitto authorities, “for thereisno authority
except from God; and thosethat exist are set up by God”



(Romans13:1 IND). Resstanceto authority iswhere
Satanfindsfertileground to bring death, most effectively
doneinthefamily and theassembly (through God given
headship of man resisted).

In the Church of God, theword of God, and the Spirit
of God aretheauthority, men teaching or shepherding the
truthsof Christ areareflection of God' sauthority (Acts
4:18-20; Galatians 1:6-9; 2 Thessalonians 2:13). Religious
authorities, who do not teach the counselsof God, but their
own sectarian doctrines, worldly culture, and resistanceto
Scripture, underminetheauthority of God.

Church people, who knowingly or unknowingly follow
these sectarian appointed authorities, will havetheir
freedomin Christ limited and spiritual growth stopped.
Jesus madethat clear when Herebuked thereligious
authorities(Mark 7:1-13). Jeremiah, spoketo thispractice
inhisday (Jeremiah 5:30-31). The Christian cannot
compromisethetruthin Scriptureand get or stay free
(Gaatians 3:1-5; 5:1, 13). For aChrigtiantoliveand abide
infreedom hemust follow Himwho doneistruth andlife.
Freedom and truth are one and the same (John 8:31-32).

Thelifegiving Spirit possessed by every Christian brings
himdirectly into fellowship with the Lord Jesus Christ (1
Corinthians1:9). Thislifehasgivenhimal things(Romans
8:32), and freed him fromall things (John 8:36). It has



brought him to Mount Zion and to thecity of theliving God,
the heavenly Jerusalem (Hebrews 12:22).

Thisnew life of freedom he hasbeen given bringsdesire
and power to see, the eternal Son of God sitting at theright
hand of God (Colossians 3:1; Hebrews8:1). Thebeliever
hasbeen giventhemind of Christ (1 Corinthians2:16), a
mind that isfree of the spirit of religion and theworld. The
gpirit of man, and the spirit of theageiscontrolled by the
devil, and man’sreligion. Thepersonwhoinmindand
practiceisfollowing these deceptive entitiesisnot free, “ but
the Jerusalem aboveisfree...” (Gaatians4:26). Thisisthe
truefreedom of God; itiswhereresponsewithfaithin
Christ donewill lead every believer.

8. What spirit do you follow
Jesussaidto theyoung man, “...Comefollow Me. But
when theyoung man heard that saying hewent away
sorrowful, for he had great possessions’ (Matthew 19:21-
22).

Many who read this booklet may never have considered
the Scriptural and spiritud truth presented inthe previous
chapters. However, every personisaspiritual beingandis
subject to being deceived, following or being directed by,
“spiritual hostsof wickednessin heavenly places’
(Ephesians6:12). If thiswerenot trueall thenumerous



warningsinthe New Testament addressed to believersand
assemblies (churches) would not have been written.

For example, sometime ago alocal newspaper reported
onastory of awoman who had beeninvolved in the occult.
Sheisnow attending aloca Pentecostal Church. Shesaid,
shefollowed * Jungian psychology,” Tibetan Buddhism,’
‘new age Shamanism’ and ‘ Tarot,” shea sofollowed
feminism, and taught it to others.

She said, she had been seeking achurch wherethey
practiced mysticism. Finding that thisPentecostal
denomination was started by awoman faith healer and that
thischurch still follows her, made her moreat easebeing
there. Shefed sinthischurch, her feminismhasbeengiven
agreenlight. TheJesusinthischurchiswhy sheisinthis
particular church. She said she has some concern about the
malelanguage usedintheliturgies, but Pastor Steve has
eased her concerns. Shepredictsthe churchwill moveto
moregender inclusiveliturgies.

Another example of spiritua deceptionisfoundwitha
man who had been for many yearspracticing spirituaism.
HeisJewish, andwasraised in Judaism. Hesaid heleft
that for spiritualism because hewanted to hel p people. He
practiced séances, with many manifestationsincluding
materiaization of ectoplasm spirits. Hestated that he
followed these spiritsfor many years. Oneday, some
Christians spokethegospel to himand hebelieved. After



hebelievedinthe Jesusinthe Bible(spiritudistsa sobelieve
inaJesusof their own creation, 2 Corinthians 11:4), the
spiritsbegan to harasshim. Heresisted thedevil, his
leading and teachings, after abattle he overcamewhat he
had followed for many years. Realizing hehad beenin
spiritua deception, hestarted lecturing in school s, churches,
onradio and other places. He made people aware of the
deception of demonic spirits, and their power to deceive.
Oneday while speaking and presenting pictures of
ectoplasm spirits (takenin aséance), at aCharismatic
Church, they asked himtojoin them. Hesaid, “Hewould
not do that, because herecognized the spirit (inthis
movement) asthe same spirit that wasin Spiritualism.”
Satan appealsto man’ssoul (whereinisfound mind,
emotionsand will) to deceivehim (Genesis 3:6; 1 John
2:15-16). Inchurchesand religiousgroupswhereemotions
aremixed with mysticism, supernaturaism, charismatic
leaders, and religion, the devil hasan open entry to deceive.
Idamisan example, Mohammad went into trances,
spokerevelations; itissaid over onebillion peoplefollow
himtoday. TheMormonsareanother cult that hasbeen
deceived by manifestationsof spirits(the burning bosom).
Azusa Street, LosAngeles, in 1906 becameaspiritual
event that has brought in deception to Christendom.
William Seymour, known asthe‘ Apostle of Azusa Street,’
led thismovement; it wasaplacewherethe spirit



manifestation of tonguestook place. Calingit thebaptism
of theHoly Spirit,” the peoplebegan arevival that has
affected millionsof people. It hasbecomeknow as
Pentecostalism. Theactionsof those peopl e putting their
fathintheleadersand the manifestationsinthereviva
resultedin; “Together they engagedinthejerksandin
treeing thedevil. Itwasn'tlong before spirituaistsand
mediumsfrom numerousoccult societiesof LosAngeles
began to attend and contribute their séancesand trancesto
theservices’ (Counterfeit Reviva, page 125, by Hank
Hannegraff).

Intimethingsgot out of hand, Seymour wroteto
CharlesParham (hissuperior) for advise on how to handles
‘thespirits.” Parham cameto L osAngeles, saw what was
happening and denounced the occult practices, Seymour
refused the correction.

However, even in disagreement these two becamethe
pillarsof Pentecostalism. Of thedoctrinesthat cameout of
thismovement was, ‘ unlessaperson spokeintongueshe
wasnot aChristian.” Later, Parham joined or supported
the KKK; Seymour, aNegro, left the movement and
renounced thetonguesdoctrineastheevidence of recelving
the Baptism of theHoly Spirit.

Inthe 1960s, aspiritual movement started called the
new waveor Charismatic Movement. Spiritual phenomena
also accompanied thisfaction. The power and thrust of this



movement wasbuilt on spiritua and supernatural
experiences. They were convinced that the churcheswere
‘not spiritfilled” and * out of touchwith God.” Many
condemned the churchesand | eft to bein this* new wave of
God.” What theHoly Spirit taught through the apostleswas
thought to be unspiritua,, cultural or legaism, if their teaching
did not reinforced thisnew wave.

The central doctrine of thisnew wavewasthe sameas
theAzusaStreet Reviva. It wasto receivethe baptism of
theHoly Spirit and speak intongues. LikeAzusaStreet,
they taught to speak intongueswasthesign or evidencea
person had the Holy Spirit (Azusa Street pastor, William
Seymour, later rejected thisdoctrine). Their doctrinetaught
that thereweretwo levelsof beingaChristian, aChristian
without the Holy Spirit and aChristian who had the Holy
Spirit with the evidence of speaking intongues.

Thismovement wasbuilt on spiritual phenomenaand
worksof man, rather than God’sword. 1t led most
followersinto spiritual deception, rejection of Scriptureas
God'sonly revelation (Galatians 1.6-9), and into astate of
being dull of hearing or adeep to God’ sword (Ephesians
5:14; Hebrews5:11-12). Today, becausethisnew wave
has become non-existent most of thefollowershavedrifted
back to the churchesthey once condemned and rejected.

TheToronto Airport Charismatic Church, the Father
Divinemovement, the Pensacola Church, Jm Jones, David



Koresh, the Philippine hedlers, the Pentecostal snake
handlers, the supernatural manifestationsof Mary
(Mariology) seen around theworld, and numerousmoreare
examplesintheday inwhichwelive. Inproceeding days,
before us, other examples abounded of spiritual deception,
supernatural manifestationshappeninginall or many of
them. All claim the sametestimony, that itisGod bringing
forth the phenomenon.

Somelater repent, saying they were carried away by
the deception of thedevil. Thelatest to repent isPaul
Gowdy apastor for many yearsat the Toronto Airport
Church. Thischurch hashad peoplecomingfromall over
theworldto partakein the charismatic manifestations
happeningthere.

Paul wrote alengthy repentance for the many years of
hisown involvement inthissect wherethedevil’ sdeception
had such astrong hand and open placeto work.

All of these movementshave onething in common, that
isthey takedifferent partsof the Bibleto provewhat they
arefollowingisof God. Thedevil did thesamewith Jesus
in Matthew 4:5-6, he quoted prophesy of theMessiah
writtenin Psalms91:11-12. All of thesegroupsreect the
whole counsel of God for HisChurch (Acts20:27). Their
doctrines are skewed with demonic and human twisted
devises. Theresult for church peopleisthe Doctrine of
Chrigt,” whichistheApostles Doctrine, becomes confused



and isrejected, and thewhole counsdl of God totally
unknown.

Thosefollowing these movements havethisin common;
they all try tofit the Scriptureinto what they believeand are
practicing, rather than fitting themsalvesinto what God has
revealed in His Son through the Holy Spirit and Scripture.

Jesussaid, “1 Amthelight of theworld. Hewhofollows
Meshall not walk indarknessbut havethelight of life”
(John8:12).

Thisisthechoicefor areligiousperson or church
attendee, the manifestation of spirit (s) or JesusChrigt, the
Word of God. The person who setshisheart to trust and
follow the Jesusin Scripturewill not be deceived or
disappointed.

“For they will not be ashamed who wait for Me” (Isaiah
49:23).

“ThereforethussaystheLord God: Behold, | lay in
Zionastonefor afoundation, atried stone, aprecious
cornerstone, asurefoundation; whoever believeswill not
act hadtily” (Isaiah 28:16).

“For no other foundation can anyone lay than that which
islaid, whichisJesusChrist (1 Corinthians 3:11).



Finale

TheApostle John, while ontheid e of Patmosreceived
revelation of future eventsin theworld and he saw the
future of the Church. In chapter 17 of Revelation hewas
carried away inthe Spirit and he saw agreat Harlot and
what she had done over the centuriesto God'speople. She
wasdrunk with the blood of the saintsand of the martyrs
(verse6). Most who study Scripturereadily accept this
Harlot asRoman Catholicism seenin themultitude of
Chrigtiansthey martyred. Asthehistory of thechurch bears
out what she has doneto the people of God over the many
centuries. However, sheiscalled the*Mother of Harlots.’
A mother haschildren, the only onescoming out of her are
the Protestants, and she now callsthem * separ ated
brethren,” sheformerly called them heretics(alicenseto
burnthem at the stake).

Thevery excessesand doctrinesthat Rome practices
areevil, and are many of the samedoctrinesevangelicals
arereadily accepting and practicing totoday. Theend
result for evangelica sisthe sameasRoman Catholicism,
the supremacy of the clergy and the dumbing down of the
laity. Wherethetruth of Christisthought to beway out
there some place, and what our churchisdoing istheright
religion.

TheApostle John was amazed at what he saw inthe
future of the Church of God (Revelations17:6). The



Church of God whosetrue calingisto meet around the
Lord Jesusastwo or three or more gathered only unto him
(Matthew 18:20). Wasthe amazement only Roman
Catholicism? Do Evangelicalsor otherswho profess Christ
and resist theword of God not come under the same
amazement? Do wejustify ourselvesand condemn others
whenwedo not believeor follow what God' swordtells
us? Or dowejustify them and ourselves? Separation unto
Christ doneisGod sanswer.

Inthisday, theadmonition of theLordis, “ Comeout
from among them and be separate, saystheLord. Do not
touchwhat isunclean, and | will receiveyou”

(2 Corinthians6:17). Somemay say that admonitionisto
believersnot to be unequaly yoked with unbelievers, and of
courseitistrue. However, whenthe church refusesthe
Word of the Lord, wewould ask what category should
church people be put in? Arethey those who heeded the
call of God'sto go outside the camp unto Jesus (Hebrews
13:12-13) asall Israel wascall to do (Exodus 33:7). Or
arethey thosewho refused to go, but stood in their own
doorway (or church) observed and worshiped (Exodus
33:8-10; John 6:66). Arethey asPeter, whosaid, “...see,
wehaveleft al andfollowedYou” (Mark 10:28), and are
walkinginfaithtothetruth (Christ) or arethey “following
the courseof thisworld” (Ephesians2:2), aslsrael did.



In Joshua5:2, God told Joshuato, “ circumcise the sons
of Israel againthesecondtime.” Thespiritual application
belongsto anyonewho claimsto follow Jesus, yet has
followed asect or churchto tag along with thefleshly and
demonic worksshowninthisbooklet. Thebeliever's
circumcisionismadewithout handsandisto cut off the
thingsthat hinder aclear path after thetruthin Christ and
theleading of the Holy Spirit (Colossians2:11)..

Jesus speaksto the Church of God intheselast days
and the spirit of thisage and invitesthose of thisageto hear
Hisvoice. Heknocksat the Church door, and if anyone
will answer Hewill comein. But, if thereisno answer He
bidsthose who have an ear to hear Hisvoiceandtolet Him
comein and lead that person to follow only Himself.

“Hewho hasan ear, let him hear what the Spirit saysto
thechurches’ (Revelation 3:22).
